Read one or more of the following Bible passages:  Psalm 121:1-2 ; 1 Chronicles 29:10-12; Psalm 40:1; James 5:15-18;  Mark 11:22-25.  What additional insights are these passages giving you? 

How will you help Concordia grow?

Who do you know that you could invite to experience Concordia? 

Will you commit to PRAYING for them to come on Easter?

Share what NEXT STEPS from Sunday that you’re taking this week.
