HOME GROUPS-   How “Plan B” might really be “Plan A” :
Week 5:  When you’re stuck in a storm…
Introduction to Home Groups
The questions in this study are designed to get you talking.  The idea is that in HOME GROUPS, you have the chance to:

· make new friends and deepen existing friendships

· talk about the Bible, and how God’s Word applies to our lives

· continue a conversation about God’s working in our lives that we started in church on the weekend 

So…

1) Use the lesson as a guide.   Sometimes you may get through all the questions.  Sometimes you might only discuss a few.   What happens each night is what God wants/needs to happen that night. 

2) Start each night by ASKING GOD to bless your time together, and to speak to you through His Word, the Bible.   And…expect that He will. 

3) Have FUN with each other, and the experience.   
Continuing the Conversation from the Weekend Services   
When you were a kid, where did you go to hide in the house when there was a bad storm?  
What’s the worst storm you ever experienced?    What was that like?    

Storms are uncontrollable in our own power.   But God’s power is a different story. READ  Mark 4:35-41
What strikes you in this story about the disciples? 

What strikes you about Jesus? 

Why do you think Jesus kept sleeping through the storm? 

What does Jesus teach the disciples through this miracle? 

Where in life to you need to know that Jesus can control the uncontrollable?
Read Psalm 46:10  How do that apply to what you’ve been talking about? 
Going deeper
What brings on most of the “storms” in your life? 
What do you do when those “storms” come up? 
Have you ever been in a “storm” where it seemed to you like Jesus was just sleeping through it?  Or didn’t care about what you were experiencing?  What was that like for you?  How did you feel about Jesus “sleeping on the job?”  

Was He?  Or did you just not see what he was up to? 

How can you be sure of God’s love and presence, even when the storms are still raging?    How is it possible even  to praise God while the storm is still going on? 
READ one or more of the following Bible passages.  How do they add to your discussion tonight?    Psalm 91:1-3; 14-16;  Romans 8:31-39;  Psalm 46:1-11; Psalm 65: 5-7.
TAKING ACTION

Share what NEXT STEPS from Sunday that you’re taking this week.

What do you want to talk to God about?  What do you need to talk to God about?   What STRESSES do you have that you need Jesus to  calm?   How can the group pray for you?  [Try this.  Keep a group prayer book. Have each person write down something they’d like the group to talk to God about.  Pass the book around the group until each person has had a chance to write.  Then, as you pass the book around again, pray for the person to your right by reading what they wrote.  You may add to it if you wish.]
